Questions and Answers about Membership in the Huron Township Rotary Club

When does Rotary meet?

We meet every Tuesday evening at the Willow United Methodist Church.
How much are the dues?

The membership dues are $120 per year for regular membership.  We have special memberships for college age members and a “Spouses” membership at $120 for any husband and wife team that would like to join.

Is there a weekly fee?

There is a $10 weekly meal fee that pays for your dinner at the meeting and puts you into the weekly drawing. The fee is paid at the meeting.  There is no fee when you miss a meeting. If both husband and wife attend on a spouse’s membership, each pays for their meal. 
Is attendance required?

Attendance is encouraged of course, but not required.  Also, any time you work on a project, whether selling tickets for the Harley, working on Goodfellows, or attend a committee meeting it counts as a meeting.  Some of our members have a hard time attending meetings but can always be counted on for help when needed.
What is Rotary in Huron Township?

We are the premier service club in Huron Township.  While Rotary is intended to be a fellowship and community service organization, in Huron we are also the Goodfellows, own and have just refurbished the Veteran’s Monument, help the libraries in all the schools, and do many  many other things to help the community.

What would be asked of me if I join the club?

Simply to give what you can.  You will find there are many opportunities to be involved and you can pick those activities that best fit.  We also have fairly regular family outings and opportunities for fun within the group.

Will there be someone to help me along as I learn?

You bet.  We will assign you a seasoned member to help you all the way.

Is the club involved in politics?

The Huron Township Rotary Club does NOT get involved in politics.  That is not to say we do not have spirited discussions and healthy dialogues over issues of the day, because we do.  We do not endorse candidates or take sides on issues.

We support Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, Huron Outdoor Challenge, The Huron High School Interact Club, buy eyeglasses and school supplies for those in need, support local, regional, and international Rotary Projects and much more.
